2.  The scttlements ot Waldhein and Bethlelma, neer Haifa, whers these internees
are at present confined, were attacked by mesders of the Hagaush at 4.0 a.m. on the
18th A1l and occupation of the sottlements by the Haganah was completed by 6.0 a.m.
Two internees were killed and fowr alightly vounded, but there were no casualties
among the British and Areb guerds. ,
3. In view of thaeso davalo@euta end of the imminent danger to Germans at
Vilhglla, 1t 15 hoped to evacmate them either to Cypems or to Egypt during the
cwrent week. The Internees will only be sble to take hand luggage with them and
will have to leave b&ind valuable furniturs and pesonnl possensions.
