1. Lebanon's position of princivle remains firm, It i{s the Lebanese
Covernment which is cesponsible for the security of all those residina in Lehanese
territoty, and no body is authorized to act on its behalf in that connection.

2. Lebanon redects any teversion to the situation prior to 1982, as well as
any autonomy in security matters or Palestinian expansion outside the camps.

3. The Security Council, and not the Secretary-General, is the competent

authority and the Council has never before provided such quarantees ag are called
for.
